On Wednesday, we welcomed Fran Ward, Trust Deputy Director for Teaching and Learning, 
for a Teaching, Learning, and Behaviour Review. These visits take place across all Rise schools 
throughout the year, providing both support and challenge to ensure the highest quality of 
education for our pupils and driving whole-school improvement.
