Writing: Writing to inform - Instructions

We will be continuing to work on writing simple sentences and recapping what we learnt last term, thinking carefully about the use of punctuation. We will then move on to exploring instructions with drama, text mapping, planning out a set of instructions, drafting, editing and sharing what we have written with the class.

	Curriculum

	Science: 
Senses – We will be building on the knowledge gained in EYFS to learn more about the main senses of sight, touch, hearing, taste and smell. We are going to be learning that the senses send information to the brain and that uses this information to help us to make sense of the world around us, learning about how our senses help us in everyday situations and how they can help us to keep safe.

History: 
Changes in recent memory - We will be learning about how Britain has changed in the past 70 years, by comparing the 1950s with the 2020s. We will start off by looking at what a time-line is, and ordering simple events of their own life. Then moving onto looking at changes in food, shopping, transport, toys/games, school, technology and music. 
Geography: 
Life in the UK - We will be looking at pupil’s understanding of their local area and moving to understanding their place within the United Kingdom. We will also be looking at where the United Kingdom is in the world, the impact this has on climate and seasons then make comparisons to New Zealand. Pupils will learn about the human and physical features of Leicestershire, the features of coast and how to plan a journey to the East Coast.  

PE: 
Dance - We will be exploring travelling actions, movement skills and balancing. We will also explore why it is important to count to music and use this in our dances and how to give feedback using dance terminology. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Hockey – We will be learning how to control the ball with a hockey stick by sending and receiving with a partner as well as dribbling the ball, having continuous contact. We will be working independently, with partners and as a team. 

Music: Charanga Unit ‘Let’s Start Singing’. We will be singing various songs and learning the importance of warming up our voices and body. We will listen to, respond to, follow and create melodies and clearly explain why we like or did not like different songs.

	Why does Christmas matter to Christians?

In this unit we will be looking at the nativity story, focusing closely on key events in more detail. We will find out about how Christmas is celebrated today and begin to consider which traditions are secular and which are religious.
	Valuing Difference: 

Together we will be thinking about how people are different from each other and discussing how we should celebrate these differences. We will also be discussing topics around being kind, bullying, how school rules keep us safe and how special people in their lives can help them.

Please continue to read with your child every day at home. The phonics books sent home will contain sounds they have previously learnt in school. Reading books multiple times allows children to initially decode words, then build their fluency in reading the words and finally build on their comprehension through answering questions about what they have read.

We had a fantastic time learning about maps and directions in Geography. We used maps we created to find our way around the outside areas of the school. 

In RE, we used musical instruments to help us retell the Christian creation story. We split into different groups and chose different instruments that we felt represented what was made on different days. For example, we chose the bells for day four because Christians believe God made the sun, the moon and the stars on that day. The bells made a tingly sound to represent the stars. We practised a few times and then Mrs Ruffle took a recording of us retelling the whole creation story. 
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
