Year 4 COOL activity grid
Please complete the activities in Red and then try to complete at least three of three other activities:

	English
In English we are writing a writing an explanation text. 
Write your own explanation text about something that is important to you. For example, it could be an explanation text about the history of football, the Amazon rainforest, the Roman Empire, the life of a famous person. Remember, include paragraphs about one thing at a time, a short introduction paragraph, fronted adviables.
	Reading
Children should read at least three times a week for 15-20 minutes. This doesn’t always have to be the children’s reading book from school. When reading with children concentrate on accuracy and checking their understanding of what they have read.
	Maths
Practice times tables up to 12 x 12 until they are fluent. Log in to Times Table Rockstars for at least 30 minutes per week.
Find every opportunity you can to practice.

	Geography- The Americas
Make an interesting fact file about one of the countries in South America.

	Seasonal changes
Spring is on its way, create a piece of artwork (in any medium) to show a fantastic spring scene.
 
	School Values

	History- Roman Empire
Investigate and present (in a way of your choosing) information about Roman Leicester (Ratae Corieltauvorum).
