	Maths

	Writing: Writing to entertain - narratives

Children will be writing their own narratives. A narrative will be scaffolded by the teacher initially, then children will choose their own ideas, plan out their own story and finally sequence sentences to write their narrative. 

Spelling, punctuation and grammar:
· Daily phonics lessons, 
· Nouns, verbs, subject, predicate,
· Punctuating proper nouns,
· Using correct punctuation,
· Use adjectives to describe,
· Adding ‘er’ and ‘est’ suffixes to adjectives. 

Daily handwriting sessions.
	Place Value:
· Looking at numbers 50-100,
· Partitioning numbers into tens and ones,
· Comparing numbers.

Time:
· Telling time to the hour and half hour.
· Days of the week and months of the year.

Money
· Recognising different coins,
· Recognising different notes,
· Counting in coins.



	Curriculum

	Geography:
Hot and cold places – During this unit, pupils will build on their prior knowledge of weather, climate and seasons. They will learn about different types of weather and how they are recorded.  They will record weather in their environment and present the data. Pupils will learn about extreme weather conditions both at the poles and the equator. They’ll learn about dangerous weather conditions in the UK and how climate change is impacting our weather.  

DT:
Smoothie making – We will begin this unit by learning about different fruits and vegetables that are grown around the world and investigating why certain fruits cannot be grown in different countries. Then we move onto tasting different smoothies, learning how to chop, peel and grate fruits safely, choosing which fruits to have in our own smoothies, making the smoothies and comparing them to others. 

Art:
Portraits and artist study – throughout this art unit we will be looking at portraits, drawing faces accurately, self-Portraits, using Colour in Self-portraits, an artist study (Frida Kahlo, Picasso and Roy Lichtenstein) and looking at pointillism and Pop Art. 

PE: 
Athletics – We will be learning that athletics is made up of running, jumping and throwing and we will be investigating how to improve on all these skills, e.g. swinging your arms to run faster. Furthermore, skills such as collaboration, perseverance, independence and reflection will also be practiced. 

Music: 
Highs and Lows – In this unit we will be working on understanding the difference between a rhythm and a pitch pattern as well as identifying different pitches (high and low) in pieces of music and in sounds around school.

	How should we care for others and the world and why does it matter?
In this unit we will be looking at how God and the Bible teaches Christians and Jewish people how to care for others in the world. We use different Bible stories and Psalms to help us understand what God would want his followers to do and why it is important.
	Growing and Changing:
In this unit we will be thinking about how we change as we grow, and who can help us as we develop new skills moving from being a baby, to a toddler, a child, teenager and adult. 
We will then move onto discussions around different body parts, the correct names for them and the importance that some body parts are private and thinking exactly what that means.

Please continue to read with your child every day at home. The phonics books sent home will contain sounds they have previously learnt in school. Reading books multiple times allows children to initially decode words, then build their fluency in reading the words and finally build on their comprehension through answering questions about what they have read.
